
 

 

At the bottom of the Rhone Valley, in the town of Saint Veran, the Chateau Edem is located in the Northern Cotes du 
Luberon.  The soil has a long, historic heritage, and the more than fifty hectare vineyard is placed upon Gallo-Roman 
ruins. 
In 2001 Emmanuel and Eduard Van Wely decided to vinificate their own product, and invested in the most modern 
wine making equipment, including thermoregulated fermentating containers and separate storage facilities for the oak-
raised reds and whites. 
 

A.O.C. Chateauneuf du Pape White: 
 
50% Clairette, 25%Grenache blanc , 
25%Roussane. 
 
The raising of this wine has been operated in onyx tanks 
and also in oaks barrels. 
With a beautiful light yellow with green reflects color, its 
nose is intense with dry fruit aromas like dried apricots, 
but also exotic fruit and vanilla notes. 
In the mouth, it stays very silky, and opens on a wonder-
ful mineraly with Mango and pineapple aromas. You will 
also find touches of vanilled wood to complete this really 
pleasant wine. 
It will go very well with either a poultry or fish entrée.
